m Teach children that online “friends” are strangers
and meeting them requires your supervision.

m Keep the computer in the family room or open area
of your home.

m Have children show you their favorite sites and what
they can do online.

m Talk with children about makes them feel scared,
uncomfortable, or confused.

m Report suspected online stalking, cyberbullying or
sexual exploitation to law enforcement.

m Always read a site’s privacy policy before giving
personal information.

m Verify a secure connection before giving credit-card
information.
