Are you concerned about burglaries, vehicle prowls,
speeding cars, or vandalism in your neighborhood?
Perhaps you're bothered by barking dogs or noisy
Saturday night parties. Join the Sheriff’s Neighborhood
Watch program, and become a part of the solution.

The key to a successful Neighborhood Watch is getting
organized. It's easy—just collect contact information
from neighbors and select a “captain” to be the key
point of contact. Everyone in the neighborhood reports
crimes and suspicious activity to 9-1-1 and keeps the
captain informed. The captain can then share crime
alerts via phone or e-mail with others in the neighbor-
hood. The Sheriff's Office will provide instruction to
help you go from thinking about a Neighborhood Watch
program to having one.

We also hold reqular Precinct Partnership meetings to
provide ongoing crime prevention training and support.
The Sheriff’s Office stands ready to work with you to
keep the peace in your neighborhood.
